Dziedatajas. TIARA grezno teju visus nozimigakos Latvijas notikumus — Skolu jaunatnes un Visparéjos
latvieSu Dziesmu un deju svétkus, valsts svétku koncertus, dazadus starptautiskus pasakumus un
kormuzikas pirmatskanojumus. Bez TIARAS sudrabaina skanéjuma nav iedomajami nevieni nozimigi
svétki. 2018. gada septembrT kora skanigas balsis savilnoja ari Rigas Domu pavesta Franciska vadita
dievkalpojuma laika. Kop$ Rigas Doma kora skolas (RDKS) dibinasanas, kad skola macijas tikai dazas
meitenes, koris audzis un mainijies, Sobrid taja apvienojot 100 dziedatajas ar skaistam balsim, lielam
darba spéjam un vienreizéju energétisko potencialu. Méginajumi, koncerti, izrades, konkursi — ta ir
nepartraukta radosa darbnica, spéku un spéju parbaude, zinasanu apliecinajums, cilvécisko Tpasibu un
personibu parade. lk dienu, ik reizi mainigas, dzivigas, atvértas, prieka un gaismas pilnas — tadas ir
meitenes RDKS un korl.

Riga Cathedral Girls’ Choir TIARA is one of the most prominent and most attractive choral collectives
on the Latvian concert stage. Being the winners of several international choir competitions and a
creative laboratory for many composers and new musical ideas, they are an ensemble of beautiful
voices and bright eyes that is treasured and stand out among many other singers all over the world.

Singers. TIARA participates in all major events in Latvia — the Song and Dance Festival, largescale
concerts of on public holidays, various international events and world premieres of Latvian choral
music. No festivity can be imagined without the silver sound of TIARA. In September 2018, their voices
resounded at the Riga Cathedral during the ecumenical service celebrated by Pope Francis. Since the
foundation of the Riga Cathedral Choir School, TIARA has grown and changed a lot from an ensemble
of a few girls to a choir of one hundred singers, demonstrating not only beautiful voices, but also huge
capacity and unique energy. Rehearsals, concerts, performances, competitions — TIARA’s life is an
everyday creativity workshop, a test of stamina and ability, proof of knowledge, and a parade of
outstanding human qualities and personalities. Every day and every time, the girls of the Riga
Cathedral Choir School are mobile, lively, open, and full of joy and light.

The choir was founded in 1997 by conductor Gunta Birzina. Now all the girls from the 3rd to 9th grade
of the Riga Cathedral Choir School are singers of TIARA. Since 2000, the principal conductor of the
choir has been Aira Birzina.

Muses. The repertoire of the choir is wide and diverse. In their concert programmes, there is always a
place for Latvian folk music, church music, early music, classical, romantic and contemporary pieces —
everything from the 13th to the 21st century. However, the introduction of new Latvian choral music
is one of the most important interests and main missions of TIARA. In cooperation with Latvian
composers Pauls Dambis, Selga Mence, Valts Piice, Raimonds Pauls, Aivars Kaléjs, Evija Skuke, Valdis
Zilveris, Janis Liséns, Martins Brauns, Ugis Praulins, Juris Kulakovs, Rihards Dubra, Renate Stivrina,
Juris Vaivods, Andris Séjans, Liga Celma-Kursiete, and Lolita Ritmane among others, new pieces for the
choir are written every year, and the Latvian music life becomes richer and more and more
sophisticated.

Actresses. The concert performances and the original programmes of the choir always take the
audiences in a creative, exciting, and surprising musical journey that everybody looks forward to very
much. Their repertoire includes Feel A Bit Like Pulling Pranks, a collection of Latvian animation songs
in contemporary arrangements, as well as the Potato Opera with the libretto of Inese Zandere and
music of six Latvian composers, Juris Kulakovs’ dramatic cantata The Red Train, Rihards Dubra’s Te
Deum, Karl Jenkins’ Adiemus. Songs of Sanctuary, Andrew Lloyd Webber’s Joseph and the Amazing
Technicolor Dreamcoat, Ugis Praulin$’ The Tree of Life, and many other compositions.

Princesses. The choir TIARA is crowned with audience’s love in Latvia and all over the world. Their
many prizes at international competitions, such as the 1st Prize at the European Broadcasting
Union and BBC Radio 3 competition Let the Peoples Sing in 2003, and four prizes including Grand Prix
at the Kutxa 41st Tolosa Choir Competition in 2009, are proof of their talent and skills.

“Winter Songs” is TIARA’s new album of Latvian folk songs and pieces that are inspired by Latvian
musical heritage.

Regulari vada
meistarklases un kursus, uzstajas lekcijas, seminaros un konferencés, piedalas dazadu konkursu Zarijas
darba Latvija un arvalstis. Apbalvota ar Latvijas Republikas Ministru kabineta Atzinibas rakstu (2018),
Triju ZvaigZnu ordeni (2015), Ogres novada Kultlras centra Gada balvu kulttra 2017, Rigas domes gada
balvu kultlra “Baltais zvirbulis” (2015), Kultdras ministrijas prémiju tautas maksla (1999). Apveltita ar
milzigu energiju un darba spéjam, Aira Birzina prot aizraut un iedvesmot savas dziedatajas. Vina
turpina latvieSu kordirigéSanas meistaru, savu skolotaju — Jana Lindenberga, Edgara Racevska un
Imanta Kokara — tradicijas, un nodod $is zinasanas talak gan Rigas Doma kora skolas audzekniem, gan
Muzikas akadémijas studentiem. Airas Birzinas vadiba koris TIARA guvis lielakos panakumus
starptautiskos konkursos un sagatavojis daudzas lieliskas koncertprogrammas un uzvedumus.

Aira Birzina has been the conductor of the Riga Cathedral Girls” Choir TIARA since 2000. She is one of
the most outstanding conductors in Latvia who works mostly with female choirs and teaches the choir
conducting at the Jazeps Vitols Latvian Academy of Music. She has been the principal conductor of the
famous Latvian female choirs DZINTARS and RASA for many years. Aira Birzina is also one of the
conductors of the Latvian Song and Dance Festival. She leads various workshops, participates in
conferences, and works as a jury member at the international choir competitions in Latvia and abroad.
She was awarded with the Acknowledgement of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Latvia in
2018, the Order of the Three Stars and the Culture Prize “White Sparrow” of the Riga Municipality in
2015, the Annual Culture Prize of City of Ogre in 2017, and the Ministry of Culture’s Prize in Folk Art
in 1999. Aira Birzina is an energetic and fascinating leader, inspiring her singers always perform at
their best. She cherishes the traditions of her teachers, the great Latvian choir conductors Janis
Lindenbergs, Edgars Racevskis, and Imants Kokars, and passes this knowledge to her students at the
Academy of Music and the Riga Cathedral Choir School. Under Aira Birzina’s leadership, the choir
TIARA has won several international competitions and prepared many wonderful concert
programmes, growing from an ensemble of a few singers to one of the most prominent and most
attractive choral collectives on the Latvian concert stage.

Ta ka
savulaik blakus Doma baznicai bija atradusies Domskola, kas iesakuma darbojusies ka gariga, bet
vélakos gados ka laiciga skola, tad jaunas skolas nosaukumu izvéléjas lidzigu vésturiskajam — Rigas
Doma kora skola. Tas darbibu raksturo izciliba, stabilitate un profesionalitate. Rigas Doma kora skola
ir Latvijas kordziedasanas tradiciju un Dziesmu svétku saknu nenogurstosa uzturétaja. Skola lepojas ar
absolventiem un priecajas par vinu panakumiem, Jaujot skolas vardam spoZi skanét Latvija un pasaulé.



The VECC National School of Arts unites four outstanding art schools — Riga Cathedral Choir School,
Janis Rozentals Riga Art High School, Emils Darzin$ Music School, and the Riga Choreography School.
Riga Cathedral Choir School comprises the finest choral traditions from all over the world and the best
experience of Latvian cultural education. The students of the school are children from Latvia and
abroad, and the graduates often choose it as the best option also for their own children. Riga Cathedral
Choir School was founded in 1994. It was named after the historical Cathedral School which was
situated next to the Riga Cathedral. The mission of Riga Cathedral Choir School is to provide excellence,
stability, professionalism, and care for the tradition of Latvian choral singing and the Latvian Song and
Dance Festival. The school is proud if its graduates and happy for their success that brings the fame of
the school far abroad.

Babrites novada Kultdrizglitibas centra koklétaju ansambli BALTI savas muzikalas gaitas turpina Babites
Mugzikas skolas absolventi, kuri turpina gadu simtiem senas tradicijas, spéléjot So spéka un saulainas
energijas pielieto instrumentu. BALTI rod tikstoSgadu spéku latvieSu tautasdziesmas — ansambla
repertuaru galvenokart veido dazadu Latvijas novadu tautas dziesmu un deju apdares, kuru teksti ir
senas baltu tautu kultlras sastavdala. BALTI atskano ari klasiskas muzikas parlikumus, misdienu
komponistu originalmdziku koklém, ka art vokali instrumentadlas kompozicijas. Ansambla
makslinieciska vaditaja ir Valda Bagata.

BALTI is a group of players of Latvian folk instrument kokle, made up by the graduates of Babite Music
School. They cherish the centuries-long traditions as well as the strength and the heart-felt spirit of
kokle by playing Latvian folk songs and contemporary arrangements of these melodies that come from
all regions of Latvia. Their repertoire also includes arrangements of classical music, original
compositions for kokle by contemporary Latvian composers, and pieces of vocal-instrumental music.
The ensemble works under the artistic guidance of Valda Bagata. Kokle is the most admired and
studied Latvian folk string musical instrument. The most ancient playing traditions are associated with
it, as the mythological Sun and God have often been depicted playing kokle. However, its gentle and
silvery sound also bears innovation and creativity. Kokle is an eminent symbol of the musical heritage
and the nation’s spirit of song.

Valda Bagata absolvéjusi Jazepa Vitola Latvijas Muzikas akadémiju un ieguvusi mizikas magistra gradu
kokles spéles specialitaté. Vairakus gadus bijusi Baldones koklétaju ansambla Dzitari vaditaja, bet kops
2006. gada Babites Mizikas skola strada par kokles spéles pedagogi un koklétaju ansambla Dzitarini
vaditaju. Kops 2012. gada — Babites novada Kultdrizglitibas centra koklétaju ansambla BALTI dibinataja
un makslinieciska vaditaja. Valda Bagata aktivi darbojas Latvijas koklétaju dzivé un ir Pierigas regiona
kokletaju ansamblu virsdirigente, ka ari viena no Koklu muzikas festivala Gaismas cela
makslinieciskajam vaditajam. Koklétaju ansambli Valdas Bagatas vadiba guvusi lielus panakumus gan
Latvija, gan arvalstis un koncertéjusi daudzviet Eiropa, Kanada un vairakkart Japana.

Valda Bagata is the graduate of Jazeps Vitols Latvian Academy of Musis, a professional player and
teacher of kokle. She was the artistic director of Baldone kokle ensemble Dzitari for several yeras.
Since 2006, Valda Bagata is the teacher of kokle at Babite Music School and the artistic director of the
school’s kokle ensemble Dzitarini. In 2012, she founded the ensemble BALTI at Babite Cultural



Education Centre. Valda Bagata is one of the artistic directors of the kokle festival In the way of light.
Under her guidance, the kokle ensembles have received international recognition in Europe, Canada,
and Japan.
